I. Welcome and Introductions – Aaron Byzak:
The meeting was brought to order at 9:10 a.m.  Self-introductions were made, giving names and organizations represented and new attendees welcomed. Aaron noted that this would be an ‘abbreviated’ meeting to allow members to join/attend media event scheduled at 10:00 a.m. to address the Social Host Ordinance Billboard unveiling.
II. Approval Meeting Minutes – September 10, 2009:

Social Host Billboard Media Event – Erica Leary:
Erica reported that following the meeting a media event would be held to unveil and bring attention to the Social Host Ordinance billboard at Highway 78 and Valley Glen Drive (just across parking lot from Hooter’s). The purpose of the event is to highlight the billboard message and ordinance enforcement, remind the community about social host laws and the consequences of serving alcohol to minors at house parties.  Erica noted that she is expecting good media coverage considering recent passage of a Social Host Ordinance by the City of Carlsbad. Members also discussed recent media coverage of a Fallbrook mom facing trial for hosting a house party where alcohol was served to minors, and recent alcohol-related car crash that resulted in the death of a teenage passenger.  Erica said she was very happy to see such a good turnout of members at today’s meeting and encouraged everyone to attend the following media event.
V.          October Fundraiser – Fred Becker:
Fred reminded members that NCPC will host a fundraising event on Tuesday, October 27, at Mimi’s Café in Oceanside from 4 to 11 p.m. Event flyers were available, and he encouraged everyone to spread the word and support this effort. He also asked members to get back to him if they knew of any other local restaurant(s) that might be willing to sponsor a fundraiser in the coming months. · John Byrom reported that the CADCA video (shot in April) covering the County HARM (Health Advocates Rejecting Marijuana) initiative is incredible, an amazing report on what’s being done to address marijuana dispensaries in the county. Michelle Davis offered to contact KOCT regarding showing the video production on local cable TV.
· John Lundblad thanked Paul Savo and the Fellowship Center for their part in helping out at the annual SUN Project event in Oceanside. Over 1000 volunteers showed up to help out. Thanks to everyone.
· Eileen Turk, City of Oceanside Parks & Rec Department, mentioned that the city has lots of youth focused activities coming up in October and November, also Día de los Muertos at Mission San Luis Rey on November 1; she encouraged members to pick up flyers from the “paper buffet” table and spread the word. 
· Rosemary Eshelman reminded everyone regarding monthly YES meeting, Wednesday, October 14, starting at noon at the Carlsbad Harding Street Community Center; Loretta Adame, Phoenix House, will be guest speaker.

· Diane Grace announced that the annual Hispanic Networking Breakfast hosted by San Dieguito Alliance is coming up in November, more details to follow. She also reminded members about the annual Red Ribbon Week Luncheon October 23.
· Paul Savo, The Fellowship Center, thanked everyone who has written letters or come out in support of TFC’s efforts to build a residential treatment facility in Oceanside. The process continues to move forward, but a zoning issue is still a concern; meetings with the Oceanside Planning Commission will take place sometime in November or December. He asked members to write, call or email Oceanside city commissioners and council members in support of this project and let them know that this is a much needed service and the location site is right for this project. · Loretta Adame, Phoenix House, thanked everyone who attended recent Carlsbad open house. 
· Kathy Valdez reported that the City of Vista is looking at mandatory RBS training; community meetings with business owners/managers will be held in October or November to gather additional community input and further discuss training requirements.
· Aaron Byzak reported that the county-wide Oxy Task Force is planning to launch a public education campaign on October 19 to address the rising issue of prescription drug abuse in our region. The media event will be followed by a “Prescription Drug Take Back Day” on October 24. At certain Wal Mart stores around the county, as well as the Del Mar Fairgrounds, citizens will be able to drop off unused or unwanted prescription drugs in an effort to reduce access to these drugs.
