I. Welcome and Introductions – Aaron Byzak:
The meeting was brought to order at 9:07 a.m.  The NCPC Mission statement was read by Board President Aaron Byzak. Self-introductions were made, giving names and organizations represented and new attendees welcomed. Congratulations were given to Rosemary Eshelman for being recognized as the Outstanding Community Volunteer by Tri-City Medical Center. Erica also updated members of Debbie Obregon’s accident and passed a “Get Well” card around for everyone to sign. 
II. Approval Meeting Minutes – October 8, 2009:
Margie O’Hern moved to approve the meeting minutes and Fred Becker seconded. Meeting minutes were approved as presented.

Treasurer’s Report – Margie O’Hern:
A Treasurer’s Report was not available due to the absence of Debbie Obregon. 
IV. 
Friday Night Live Overview/Collaboration with NCPYC – Taneil Canaday, TCPC Prevention Specialist and Deb Pint, San Diego County Office of Education:
Taneil informed NCPC of the new direction being taken this year for the North Coastal Prevention Youth Coalition of partnering with local Friday Night Live (FNL) Chapters.  There are currently well-established FNL chapters at Vista High School and Ranch Buena Vista High School and Taneil is working to establish new chapters at Carlsbad High School and El Camino HS. Taneil introduced Deb Pint, SDCOE coordinator for FNL, who explained what FNL is.  Two handouts were passed out to give more background information.  She mentioned working with VHS FNL chapter to address the recent alcohol-related teen death and emphasized that the FNL model brings in mainstream students with the goal of building positive leadership skills. Deb expressed her hopefulness that this new partnership with NCPYC will allow students to get more involved in their community through meaningful engagement and will introduce schools to AOD environmental prevention activities.  Deb further explained the term environmental prevention as changing conditions in the community that promote substance abuse and using strategies that move towards solutions.  Erica also emphasized the need to distinguish between AOD environmental prevention and ecological activities. Deb continued to explain components of FNL, including that advisors are referred to as “adult allies” and that FNL does not refer to meeting times of the chapter, but rather highlights the high number of car crashes that happen on Friday nights. Each chapter decides when and how often to meet.
V.          Social Host Billboard Media Event – Recap – Erica Leary
Aaron reported that the event was a success with lots of media coverage. Erica thanked everyone who helped and participated. A video clip was shown of all the media coverage. It included news clips from Fox 6 News, 8 News, NBC 7 News, KUSI News and Univision. It was also noted that many of the news stations did follow up stories with later broadcasts and that the recent Rancho Santa Fe fatal alcohol-related car crash helped us get more media coverage.  Nancy Logan clarified that the Torrey Pines youth is not out on bail, but still in custody. Linda Ledesma also shared about a recent SHO citing. 
VI.          Mimi’s Fundraiser – Recap/future options – Fred Becker:
Fred apologized for not attending the event and donated $25 to NCPC.  John Byrom reported that Mimi’s earned a little over $700 on the event and that NCPC got a little more than $100, and noted that Fellowship Center brought their whole staff to the event.  The NCPC info table was a success.  The group discussed other possible restaurants to do similar fundraising including: Panera (only dinner but no flyer needed and 10% goes to organization), Pat & Oscar’s, Chili’s, Rubio’s, Brooklyn Pizza.  Aaron reminded everyone that funds raised through these events are for the 420 Remix, and mentioned that he and John Byrom will be going to businesses and service organizations requesting a donation of $420.  Fred encouraged members to talk to managers at their favorite restaurants to see about doing similar fundraisers.  It was suggested that flyers for events and to solicit donations for 420 be posted on the NCPC website for easy access to members and others.  Finally, it was suggested that NCPC research the possibility of enrolling in eScrip as a way to further fundraise.

Nominations Committee for 2010 Board Election – Aaron Byzak:

Erica reported that there are about 6 vacancies for the 2010 Board and reminded members that there are no term limits so existing board members whose 2-year term is up are welcome to be nominated for the 2010 Board.  Only one VCC staff person can be on the board and that spot is currently occupied by Maria Yanez.  A nominations committee needs to be established and elections will take place at the December meeting.

· Erica Leary reminded members of the Martin Mayer presentation on California Law regarding marijuana today at 2 pm.

· Carmela Munoz announced that the Eastside Neighborhood Association and the City of Oceanside are organizing La Posada event at Balderrama Park on Friday, 12/18 from 6 to 8:30 pm. 

· Nannette Stamm announced the next STOP Act committee meeting (Monday, 12/7 at 6 pm at Balderrama Park) and invited interested NCPC members to participate. 

· Margie O’Hern announced that membership dues will be due soon, $25/organization, $15/individual.
· Nancy Logan announced that next Hispanic Networking Breakfast is scheduled for Friday, 12/11 at 7:30 am at the Encinitas Library.

· Ray Thomson announced that OHS will have a Greet and Social at their new site on Thursday, 12/10 from 2:30 pm to 4:30 pm.  There will be a variety of info tables, food, raffle, etc. He will send a flyer out via email to NCPC members. 

· Linda Ledesma recognized Rosemary Eshelman for being this year’s recipient of the Tri-City Medical Center’s Outstanding Community Volunteer award. She also announced that the SD Chargers will be at New Venture Christian Fellowship on Monday, 11/16 at 7:00 pm. It was suggested that NCPC purchase a couple of footballs to get autographed to use as future raffle prizes. 

· Fred Becker reported that at the end of October he gave a presentation to about 200 people at the State Conference for California Resource Officers where he talked about coalition building and highlighted NCPC. 

· Rosemary Eshelman reported that last Saturday the Inside Out program had a photo exhibit in Oceanside and mentioned that Fred, NCPC, and the Police Department all gave presentations during Red Ribbon Week. She also announced that the next YES meeting will be Wednesday, 11/18 from 12 to 1 pm; CHP will be presenting. 

· Erica Leary reported that on Tuesday, 11/10 the Vista City Council voted unanimously to adopt a RBSS ordinance. 

· Aaron Byzak announced that he will be having lunch with Paul O’Neill, the former president of the Vista Chamber of Commerce, about strategies to continue NCPC’s relationship with the Chamber.  He also reported that the County Board of Supervisors launched the Oxy Task Force on 10/19 with lots of media coverage and recently organized a Take Back Day with five county locations where 322 pounds of pills were collected.  The Task Force will be hosting a Policy and Legislative Summit on 11/20 and plan to have another Summit for prevention and treatment providers in January 2010.
