I. Welcome and Introductions – Fred Becker:
The meeting was brought to order at 9:10 a.m.  Self-introductions were made, giving names and organizations represented and new attendees welcomed. 
II. Approval Meeting Minutes – November 12, 2009:
Meeting minutes were approved as presented.

Treasurer’s Report – Margie O’Hern:
Margie reported a current general account balance of $4435.67.  PLEASE NOTE: 2010 Membership dues are now being accepted. Dues are collected annually starting in January, $25/organization or $15/individual. If you require an invoice, please contact Debbie. Thank you for your ongoing support.

Election 2010 NCPC Board of Directors: Fred Becker.

Fred explained board member responsibilities and asked Erica Leary to review the election process. 
Erica reported that NCPC is governed by a ten member board of directors. There are five open slots for the 2010/2011 term along with two alternate positions (one year term).  There are no term limits and self-nominations/write-ins are welcome.  Ray Pearson asked to be included as a “write-in” for the 2010/2011 election. 
Completing terms in 2009: Aaron Byzak, John Lundblad, Margie O’Hern, Tess Stewart-Todd, Maria Yanez, and Nicole Pappas (alternate).  Staying on the board to complete two-year terms in 2010: Fred Becker, Ray Machado, Leonard Mata, Paul Savo, and Ray Thomson.

Erica noted that only members with a “paid” membership status for 2009 are permitted to vote and asked Debbie to read the 2009 paid membership roster. Voting members were asked to vote for five nominees; the top five vote getters will fill the five open slots; the additional two nominees will fill the alternate slots. Election results will be announced at the close of the meeting; 2010 Board officers will be elected at the January BOD meeting.

VI.       Membership Roundtable/Announcements:

· Ray Thomson announced that OHS will host a “Community Social” at their new location today at 2:30 p.m. He invited everyone to attend and passed out flyers. 
· Kathy Valdez noted that the City of Vista adopted mandatory Responsible Beverage Sales and Service training; trainings will be held on a quarterly basis starting in January but anticipates that trainings will eventually be held more frequently after the new city buildings are complete and increased parking is more readily available. 
· Carmela Muñoz reported the Eastside Neighborhood Association in collaboration with the City of Oceanside will host its second annual holiday celebration of La Posada on Friday, December 18. The event will be held in the evening at Joe Balderrama Park in Oceanside; she invited everyone to come out and join the celebration. 
· Nannette Stamm, Prevention Specialist on the STOP Act Grant, reported that the NCPC Board of Directors will be reviewing the grant  work plan and request to carryover funds to next FY at the following BOD meeting. 

· Michelle Davis reported that North County Health Services will host a Barnes and Noble Book Fair on Saturday, December 12. Proceeds from the event will benefit NCHS Reach Out and Read Program. 
· Barbara Gordon, on behalf of Nancy Logan, wished everyone a “Merry Christmas” and reminded members that San Dieguito Alliance will host their annual Spanish Networking Breakfast on December 11; new Spanish Networking Directory is now available. 
· Rosemary Eshelman shared a copy of the Carlsbad High School Newspaper which is delivered to parents in the school district; she also noted recent North County Times letter to editor regarding “party bus” issue/concern. The letter, written by a Carlsbad middle school teacher, applauded efforts by Carlsbad parents/residents to host alcohol free/safe high school grad party for CHS seniors.
· John Byrom reported that he had a conversation with Commander Prendergast, SD County Sheriff’s Department, about the Social Training Erica did with Vista deputies. The deputies told Erica that it was hard to cite a party for Social Host violations because it took too much time. John mentioned this to the commander, and the commander stated that citing for Social Host violations would save the department time and money. John asked him if he would put that in writing so staff could share it with law enforcement at future trainings. Commander Prendergast said “yes” and John received a memo with Sheriff Gore’s signature!

· Paul Savo mentioned that he is a member of the Executive Committee for North County Winter Regional Shelter Services and offered to forward a list of locations and contact information.  Paul also reported that the Fellowship Center had its first hearing with the Oceanside Historical Commission, and commissioners voted 4-0 in favor of the Oceanside facility. TFC will go before the Planning Commission on 1/25/10; letters of support to commission and city council members would be greatly appreciated. Paul will forward a sample letter and addresses.
· Fred Becker offered thanks to all who used his services in 2009 and noted that he is looking forward to new contract with Orange County Juvenile Probation Department.

· Erica Leary reported that youth coalition members will participate with Vista’s Sheriff’s Department at a DUI checkpoint on Friday, 12-18; hopefully youth will have opportunities to work with OPD in 2010.

· Erica reported that the Beachside Grill on Coast Highway in Oceanside has applied for a CUP to allow for full alcohol sales, extended hours, and live entertainment and dancing. The CUP was recommended for denial by City staff, Oceanside Police Department, and the Planning Commission. This issue will go before the Oceanside City Council on December 16 at 6 p.m. Erica encouraged members and interested Oceanside residents to attend in support of denial of this application.
