I. Welcome and Introductions – Aaron Byzak:
The meeting was brought to order at 9:08 a.m.  Self-introductions were made, giving names and organizations represented and new attendees welcomed.

Program Updates:
Jovonne Dempster, TCPC Prevention Specialist/Adult Advisor for NCPC Youth group, provided the following:
Youth Advocacy Training – June 30, 2009:
This was an all-day event held at the Oceanside Civic Center. TCPC partnered with VCC, Friday Night Live, and HARM to provide this innovative and educational event. It was a huge success with 34 youth in attendance (ages 12-19) from across the county. The training included three workshops: Building a Campaign, Positive On-line Media Messaging, and Public Speaking 101. The focus of the training was to build personal skills, inform and educate the youth on internet use, and offer them an opportunity to come together and share their prevention experience. At the end of the day, a media event was hosted by program staff (COAST News reporter was in attendance) to give the youth an opportunity to see how a press release/media event is planned and presented. The youth also had an opportunity to work on (design, video tape, and present) short PSA’s with a substance abuse prevention message. It was a very successful day with lots of positive comments from the participating youth and adult chaperones. Program staff is hoping to make this an annual youth coalition event. (A big “Thank You” to Ray Machado for participating and supporting this effort.)
Youth Coalition Year End Celebration – June 25, 2009:
This annual event was held at Ciao’s Italian Restaurant in Vista for youth coalition members and their parents and family.  It was a celebration and acknowledgement of their participation, leadership, and prevention efforts throughout the past year.  All members were presented with a certificate of participation, a graduation book, and end of the year gift.  Senior graduates (Kinney Hines, Lindsay Curry, Tania Nava) were also awarded $100 scholarships from NCPC. It was a wonderful event; special thanks to NCPC President Aaron Byzak and Board Member Ray Thomson for attending and offering their support and congratulations to the youth.

Carmela Muñoz, Project Coordinator for the Eastside Neighborhood Leadership Project, provided the following:

Eastside Neighborhood Leadership Project Awards Dinner – July 7, 2009:

A dinner celebration was held for community residents who participated in the Eastside Neighborhood Leadership Training; a total of eight evening classes were presented with 47 community members attending at least one class, and 35 residents received Certificates of Completion for attending six classes or more.  

National Night Out/America’s Night Out Against Crime - August 4, 2009:

The Eastside Neighborhood Leadership Project is collaborating with the City of Oceanside and the Oceanside Police Department to present a neighborhood movie night at the Joe Balderrama Park in conjunction with the National Night Out Against Crime.  Along with the free movie, educational information/booths will be set-up, and Child ID and fingerprinting available at no cost. Event flyers were available and all members were invited to attend.  
V. Vista Community Clinic Tobacco Control Program Update – Charlene Guillergan:

Charlene presented an update with PPT presentation on smoke-free multi-unit housing program. She started with a brief history of Prop 99 (passed by California voters in 1988) and how it has contributed to tobacco prevention. She noted that the adult smoking rate has been reduced from 26.7% in 1988 to 13.8% in 2007, and California has the 2nd lowest smoking rate in the U.S.

Although California has many successful no-smoking policies in place, i.e. workplaces, bars/restaurants, entertainment venues, parks/beaches, hospitals, and colleges, one area still being addressed is multi-unit housing (apartments, condos, & townhomes) and the need to protect residents from second hand smoke. There are several cities that currently have or are considering ordinances to address multi-unit housing. The program is currently working with property owners and managers in the cities of Oceanside and Vista to develop policies on a voluntary basis to address this issue. Hopefully, this initial work will lead to the development and adoption of actual city ordinances.

· Dannah Hosford reported that the Escondido City Council has directed staff to draft a smoke-free parks ordinance for a first reading on 7/15; she thinks the final reading will happen sometime in August. She added that the VCC has set up a donation account to help Escondido raise the necessary funds needed to cover the cost of signage for the new ordinance. If interested, please visit VCC website.
